Sixteen and seventeen year old students can enroll in GED preparation classes, but can take the GED test only with permission from the Georgia Department of Technical and Adult Education. The process for the approval takes about two weeks. They must have a withdrawal from their prior school and they must be accompanied by a parent. Eighteen year old students must present a high school withdrawal form when registering for classes or the GED Test. Contact Cobb County Adult Ed (678 59408011 ext. 247) to obtain information on registration and open enrollment dates. No appointments or test scheduling will be done over the phone. 16 and 17 year old must take the GED pre-test.

They just must be able to pass five sections: social studies, science, math, language arts writing, and language arts reading.  GED test takers can retest in the failed subject areas.
